school solely for the
higher education of women and run pre-
dominantly by the Grey Nuns and a male
minority, today the college houses both
students and faculty of diverse back-
grounds. It also opened its doors to male
students in 1970.

The well-written account deftly blends
time frames between past and present as
Julie tenaciously pursues her goal, fitting
the puzzle-pieces together from clues,
guided by instinct and intuition and the
tangible talisman of the diary.

The account is as riveting and com-
plex as a good mystery novel, but it is real
grass-roots history. It is set against the
background of the westward exodus of
colonial New England after the Revolu-
tionary War. Searching for Ichabod seems
destined to become a classic of its kind.

AMERICAN COLOSSUS

This book reviews one chapter in
mankind’s oldest industry, the processing
and storage of grain,
which extends at least
back to 9500BC.

The story is taken
up in 1842 with the
building of Dart’s

grain elevator which
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was the world’s first
storage and trans-

fer grain elevator
powered by a steam
engine. This innovation reduced the
number of workers by 80%, speeding up
the process of transferring grain from
lake boats to canal boats and so solving a
serious congestion problem in the Port of
Buffalo. This, combined with the Erie
Canal, permitted rapid development of
the Midwest and the Port of New York.
The trade increased from 1,500,000
bushels in 1841 to 20,000,000 bushels in
1854.
By the standards of the day these ele-
vators were huge, up to 200 long by over
100" high, with almost no windows or
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
